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A Message From Pastor Dave

Annual Meeting Time

A major event in the life of our
congregation occurs every Jan-
uary - the annual meeting of
the congregation. We already
made some important decisions
about our leadership (i.e. who

BUILDING will serve on the council) at the

October meeting. This year,

ORISR the office of Council President
was not filled then as it usually
I [ ] I [ ] is. By the January meeting, the

council will have a recommen-
dation for the congregation.

Mission Financing: We'll also be considering the
budget for 2012. The Finance and Personnel Com-
mittees and the council will have already spent
considerable time preparing the proposal; but the
congregation always has the final word. Most of
the time we, like many congregations, accept the
advice of the leadership and adopt budgets without
much discussion.

As you look over the proposal, however, I
encourage you to form your own opinions, voice
them at the meeting and cast your vote. And in
doing so, I encourage you to think of the budget
as a tool for mission. The issue is never “what’s
the minimum expense that we can get by with” but
“what kind of ministry do we want to provide for
our members and the community?”

Our synod has, in recent years, taken to
calling our budget a “Mission Plan.” That's more
than just a matter of changing words; it's a
reminder of how we should think about what we do
with our financial support. It isn't a matter, first of
all, about money; it's about mission - about our
response to Jesus’ command to “go and make dis-
ciples” and to “love one another as I have loved
you."”
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Radio Ministry: One important ministry we have
included in our mission plan is to buy air time on
WMEQ so that our members and many others in
the broadcast area can join us in worship when
they can’t be with us in person. For the past few
years, we haven’t received enough funds to offset
the cost of the broadcast. That cost is now $90 per
Sunday. Please think about helping to pay for our
radio ministry in _addition to what you may give to
the general fund in 2012. I'm sometimes surprised,
but pleased, to hear from peo-
ple who are not members of 1

recording our Sunday worship
service rather than the Saturday service. The Wor-
ship Committee thought that listeners would be
more pleased to hear many people engaged in wor-
ship. Saturday worship numbers are much lower
and consequently, the folks who are there aren't
able to project their voices well enough for the
sound system to pick them up for the recording.
The result is that listeners get an hour of my voice
or Heather’s voice. Sunday worshippers are more
numerous and can generate a louder “joyful
noise.”

Because of our broadcast time slot (8:30-
9:30), we’ll need to air a recording of the previous
Sunday’s worship service (but with current
announcements dubbed in). The plan is to begin
that kind of broadcast on January 15 - the day of
the Annual Meeting.

The resolution failed to pass at our Annual
Meeting last January. But the council felt that our
presentation wasn’t very clear; thus many people
didn’t understand it very well. Others had objections
to some of the provisions, especially those that indi-
cated a closer involvement with the ELCA than was
intended and which easily could be amended.

Sharon Wold, one of the members of the
drafting committee, presented some information at
our October congregational meeting that I hope
clarified things for those who attended. Further
information will be forthcoming in January.

Da v e, K thihk phe proposed endowment fund pro-

vides another opportunity for folks who want to
include PLC in their estate planning. It also provides
a good balance between funding internal needs of
the congregation while also reaching out in support
of worthy ministries outside the congregation. It al-
lows us to be engaged in ministries that we might
not be able to afford through our general giving.

Resolutions of this complex nature are always
difficult to read. I encourage you to examine the
proposal before the Annual Meeting.

Council Installation: At the January 15 worship
service prior to our annual meeting, we’ll formally
install our council members for 2012. They are the
folks who make policy decisions and oversee the
congregation’s work on our behalf between Annual
Meetings. That is often a difficult, time-consuming
task.

I hope you’ll be there to thank them for
volunteering their time and advice as to how we
manage our resources to carry out our mission
together.
