She also indicated that some from church are now cutting the canceled stamps to the required 1/2
inch parameter, which makes her very happy!

HOW IT WORKS - Winnie and Windy Wolf prepare the canceled stamps we collect for delivery to the
Women of the Alliance Church who then sort the stamps and send them on to the Alliance Women Stamp
Ministry located at Shell Point Village in Fort Myers, Florida, where the stamps are packaged and sent to
wholesalers who buy them for distribution to collectors. All the money goes to the Christian and Missionary
Alliance to support a special project in Latin America called The Sunday School Curriculum Project.
Through a publishing office located in Buenos Aires, Argentina, lessons and teaching aids are prepared in
Spanish for use in teaching Scripture especially to children and young people.

| have had some parents inquire about how they can help with Sunday school and about the chil-
dren not knowing their memory work.

| will first touch base on the memory work . In Sunday school we do not have a lot time to
really go over the memory work that we have as required for the children.

Each year, at the end of August, every family is mailed a Sunday school packet and in that
packet is the memory work required for each grade. The memory work is included so you know what is
required of your child and for you to help your child with their memory work. This is something they will
need going into confirmation and is going to be very useful for them throughout their lives.

Since we have
been practicing the first 5 Commandments | have seen the children raising their hands when asked what the
Commandments are. They want to answer IF they know the answer.
