Sunday October 16, 2011

10:25 a.m. by President Dan Prestebak
Lead by Pastor Dave Whelan using the ELCA daily devotions — Thessalonians

Proposed agenda items: devotions, financial update, date for January annual meeting, election of
council president, election of council members, endowment fund information, and other business.
Rod Bahr made a motion to accept the agenda as proposed. Motion seconded by Duane
Hendrickson. Motion carried unanimously.

Gus Myran shared with those present a financial update year to date via a PowerPoint
presentation. General fund giving is just under $10,000 short of budget. Expenses year to date
2011 are over budget by $2,000. Rental property income minus expenses is just over $5,000.
Property maintenance is over budget by $4,000. Initial building loan was $300,000, loan balance
as of September 30th is $261,515. Monthly payments are $1,843.

Council members prepared a list of potential capital expenses that may arise in the coming
months. This list was shared with members of the congregation. Included were speakers for the
new addition. Also suggested we consider speakers for the basement areas as well. A portable
projector, an energy efficient freezer for the basement, and an AED were additional items
mentioned.

Unanimous decision made to hold the January 2012 annual meeting on January 15, 2012.

Nominations were opened for election to the four open council positions to begin in January 2012.

Nominations for the four full term (three years each) positions included Ron Erickson, Kendra
Bosse, Janelle Reitz, and Mark Levra. Duane Hendrickson made a motion to close nominations
and cast a unanimous vote. Myron Siler seconded. Vote carried unanimously.

Nominations were opened for election of council president for 2012. Having no nominations,
Helenmae DeeBee made a motion that Dan Prestebak continue in the role of president until
January of 2012 at which time council would nominate a council member that the congregation
would vote on at the January meeting. Motion seconded by Sandy White. Motion carried
unanimously.

Sharon Wold provided those present with additional information and examples of both designated
and undesignated funds to an endowment fund. Sharon will make available to all copies of the
Endowment Resolution in paper form and on the church internet site. After discussion and
question answering, any additional questions or comments were encouraged to be directed to the
Endowment Fund committee consisting of Dick Martin son, Julie Johnson or Sharon Wold. Next
steps will include a congregational vote at the January meeting.

Concern was voiced for not be able to access the monthly newsletter via the web site without
purchase of software. Additional investigation into newsletter access is needed.

Motion to adjourn at 11:15 a.m. made by Jean Bartholomay. Motion seconded by Gladys Waller.
